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Commander Mike Doran was born in Harrisonville, Missouri. Commander Doran grew up in various locations including Virginia, South Carolina and India. He graduated from Villanova University in May 1989 with a Bachelor of Arts degree in History.

At sea, CDR Doran’s initial tour was aboard USS CARR (FFG 52) based in Charleston, SC, from March 1990 to March 1993 as First Lieutenant, Auxiliaries Officer and Combat Information Center Officer. During his tour aboard CARR he made deployments to the Arabian Gulf and Red Sea as well as several Counter Narcotics Operations in the Caribbean and Pacific. Following this tour, he served as the Flag Lieutenant to Commander, Cruiser Destroyer Group TWO from April 1993 to June 1994.

His department head tours were aboard USS McFAUL (DDG 74), home ported in Norfolk, VA, from December 1996 to December 2000 as Weapons Officer and Combat Systems Officer. 
During his tour, McFAUL deployed to the Mediterranean Sea.

CDR Doran served as Executive Officer in USS GETTYSBURG (CG 64), home ported in Mayport, FL, from October 2002 to April 2004. During his tour, GETTYSBURG deployed to the Arabian Gulf in support of Operations Iraqi Freedom and Enduring Freedom.  

Ashore, CDR Doran served as Aide to Commander, Naval Surface Force, U.S. Atlantic Fleet from January 2001 to February 2002. From June 2004 to November 2005, he served as the Surface Warfare Programs Officer at the Office of Legislative Affairs.

CDR Doran has a Masters of Arts degree in National Security Affairs with a concentration in Middle East Area Studies from the Naval Postgraduate School in Monterey, CA. Awards include the Meritorious Service Medal (two gold stars), Navy Commendation Medal (two gold stars), Navy Achievement Medal, and various unit and campaign awards.

Captain Lewis Christopher Nygard, the son of Mr. and Mrs. Lewis C. Nygard Jr., was born in Bay City, Texas. Upon graduation from Texas A & M University with a B.S. in Electrical Engineering, he was commissioned an Ensign in the U.S. Navy May 1982.

Captain Nygard now serves as Commander, Littoral Combat Ship Class Squadron at Naval Station San Diego, CA. The LCS Squadron is responsible for the Fleet Introduction of these new ships as well as for the training of the ship and mission package crews.

His first sea tour aboard USS O’BRIEN (DDG 975), Captain Nygard served as Damage Control Assistant and Navigator. After completing his Surface Warfare Department Head Course in Newport, Rhode Island, he served as Engineering Officer in USS HARRY W. HILL (DD 986). During that tour, Captain Nygard participated in Operation Desert Storm.  Subsequently, he served as Assistant Chief of Staff for Communications for Commander Cruiser Destroyer Group Five embarked in USS KITTY HAWK (CV 63).  He then commanded USS CHAMPION (MCM 4) homeported in Ingleside, Texas.  Ashore, he served as Action Officer in Command and Control, Communications and Computers (C4) Directorate, (J6), Joint Staff and Executive Assistant to the Vice Director, 
Joint Staff.  He commanded USS CURTS (FFG 38), an Oliver Hazard Perry Class Frigate homeported in San Diego, California.  Last assigned to the Afloat Training Group, Pacific Fleet, Captain Nygard served as the head of Engineering Assessments for the Pacific Fleet Surface Force. In that tour, he was an individual augmentee assigned to Joint Task Force Guantanamo where he served as the JTF Naval Element Commander and he organized and led first Navy Provisional Guard Force for detention operations supporting the Global War on Terrorism. He last served as Commanding Officer, Regional Support Organization, Pacific Northwest in Naval Station Everett, Washington supporting Destroyer Squadron Nine in maintaining combat readiness in the five surface ships homeported in Everett.

Captain Nygard received a master’s degree in Electrical Engineering from the Naval Postgraduate School in Monterey, California in 1988, and graduated from the U.S. Army Command and General Staff College, in Fort Leavenworth, Kansas in 1995.
