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A native of Puyallup, Washington, Captain Kiestler enlisted in the U.S. Navy in 1981.  While training as a nuclear electrician, he was appointed to the U.S. Naval Academy where he graduated in 1986 with a Bachelor of Science Degree in Physics.  

Following completion of initial nuclear power and submarine training in 1987, Captain Kiestler reported to San Diego, California and served as Reactor Controls Officer and Sonar Officer in USS Chicago (SSN 721).

From 1990 to 1992, Captain Kiestler served as an NROTC instructor at Oregon State University where, in addition to teaching, he earned a master’s degree in nuclear engineering.  In 1993, he reported to USS Georgia (SSBN 729), homeported in Bangor, Washington, completing six strategic deterrent patrols as Weapons Officer.

Captain Kiestler was next assigned to the staff of the Operations and Logistics Directorate (J3/J4), at the U. S. Strategic Command on Offutt Air Force Base in Omaha, Nebraska, serving as SSBN Missile Operations Officer from 1997 to 1998.

In 1998, Captain Kiestler was selected for lateral transfer to the Engineering Duty Officer community and transferred to Pearl Harbor Naval Shipyard and Intermediate Maintenance Facility (PHNSY & IMF).  During this tour, he served as Nuclear Assistant Project Superintendent for the USS Charlotte (SSN 766) Docking Selected Restricted Availability (DSRA) and as Project Superintendent for the USS Tucson (SSN 770) and USS Columbia (SSN 771) DSRAs.  Following his waterfront work, he served as the command’s Business Operations Officer.

In 2001, Captain Kiestler was assigned to the staff of the Commander, U.S. Pacific Fleet also in Pearl Harbor, where he served as the Fleet Program Manager for Submarine Maintenance and Naval Shipyards.  His duties included oversight and program management of PHNSY & IMF and Puget Sound Naval Shipyard (PSNSY) & IMF. In October 2003, Captain Kiestler reported for duty at PSNSY & IMF in Puget Sound, Washington where he implemented The Theory of Constraints/Critical Chain Project Management as Project Superintendent for the USS Columbus (SSN 762) Depot Modernization Period (DMP).

Captain Kiestler served as the Operations Officer at Norfolk Naval Shipyard in Portsmouth, Virginia from December 2006 to May 2009 and was selected to serve as the 103rd Shipyard Commander beginning in June 2009.

His decorations include the Defense Meritorious Service Medal, four Meritorious Service Medals, two Navy and Marine Corps Commendation Medals, the Joint Service Achievement Medal and three Navy and Marine Corps Achievement Medals.
